Call for papers

Introduction: 
The IBBY Africa Region Conference is the largest gathering of writers and publishers with a focus on writing and publishing books for children and young adults on the continent. It was first held in South Africa in 2011 and 2013 and Rwanda in 2015. Uganda will be hosting the 4thIBBY Conference in 2017 organised by the Uganda Children’s Writers and Illustrators Association (UCWIA) the IBBY Uganda chapter in collaboration with the National Book Trust of Uganda (NABOTU) and the Uganda Reproduction Rights Organisation (URRO). The conference will take place in Kampala, Uganda from 22nd   to 24th August 2017.

Objectives of the Conference
1. To provide a platform for dialogue between authors and publishers on how best authorship and publishing could impact children and young adults on the continent through literature.

2. To share innovations and best practice on book trade, ICT led innovations and Intellectual Property.

3. To share research on literature for children and young adults in Africa

4. To promote networking and business exchange between countries in Africa.

Theme:

Rethinking Contemporary Literature for Children and Young Adults in Africa
Persons presenting papers in the plenary or workshops or posters are encouraged to share from the perspective of their personal or national experiences as well as what changes may be required to better literature for children and young adults and its distribution across the continent. The following sub-themes shall be discussed:

· Authorship, illustrations and publishing culture

· Language and children’s literature

· Oral traditions and children’s  literature’

· Book trade inter and intra Africa

· Intellectual property and business models
· ICTs, publishing innovations and new value chains

· Research on Literature for  children and young adults

Format of the conference:
The conference will be a mixture of presented papers, a poster session and workshops. There will be keynote speakers around on each theme, followed by parallel in-depth sessions.

Guidelines for Submission of Abstracts for Paper Presentation  

Abstracts must address the sub-themes and must be written in English. It must be an original work of the presenter (s) and must include: 

· Title of proposed paper. 

· Name(s) of speaker(s).

· Official Title of speaker (s) or Professional role 

· Speaker's institutional affiliation, if any. 

· Speaker(s) e-mail address, telephone/fax numbers. 

· Abstract of the proposed paper (about 500 words); and a

· Short professional profile of speaker (s) - about five(5) lines each. 

Once an abstract is accepted the following apply to the full papers.Papers should be between 3-20 pages long, in a Word file, Times New Roman, 12 point typeface including an abstract derived from the content of the paper and clear recommendations. 15 minutes will be allowed for Oral presentation of the paper and 10 minutes for discussion.

· Presenter’s name, institution and e-mail

· Poster Title 

· Poster description (limit 100words)

· Goal

· Target audience

· Theme of Poster

Your topic could be described on a printed poster or by photographs, graphics and pieces of text that you attach to graphics or photographs.

A Poster Presenter is expected to be present to explain his/her poster and to hand out any leaflets, or other information materials they have available for viewers. Each Presenter can therefore present only one Poster.
